While our ar-
chives may not have recorded all of her activities, she has been an important contributor for
many years. Kris was FAL President and skillfully guided the development of the organiza-
tion.

Over the holiday season FAL volunteers have been hard at work planning exciting programs, including new
and reopened services for 2022. Please check out and register for the art docent and author talks. We have an
outstanding line-up of speakers and topics.

I also want to report on the remarkable progress in planning for new opportunities to purchase used books.
The Library book sale space will open in mid February; we will hold three special pop-up sales this spring;
and finally, we are beginning to plan for the return of the Fall book sale at the O'Club in October. More details
about each are in this newsletter. Additionally, we will reopen Dewey’s Café for the occasional break from
library work.

In July FAL supported the Library’s request to the city council for funds to purchase Wifi hotspots. The porta-
ble, pocket-size hotspots provide internet access to families and library patrons without a connection at home
and are typically faster than cellular service. We are pleased to report that the City Council funded the request
at its December meeting. The Library plans to offer the free service in 2-3 months. While we know the City
has long-term plans to improve internet access on the island, this is an essential service for Alamedans.

Based on
Gabrielle Selz’s unprecedented access to Francis’s files, as well as private correspondence and
hundreds of interviews, this book traces the extraordinary and ultimately tragic journey of a com-
plex and charismatic artist who first learned to paint as a former air-corps pilot encased for three
years in a full-body cast.

With settings from World War II San Francisco to postwar Paris, New York, Tokyo, and Los An-
geles, Selz crafts an intimate portrait of a man who sought to resolve in art the contradictions he

couldn’t resolve in life.
