The majority of Jane's long career took place here in
Alameda. After receiving her master’s degree, Jane’s
focus was children’s librarianship. Following her first
job in San Francisco, she quickly jumped across the

bay to the Alameda Free Library. Many Alamedans recall her outstanding
programs from when she served as Children's Librarian. In 1998, she directed
the move of the Main Library from Carnegie to a temporary space in Historic
Alameda High School. She also served on the Library Building Team to
design the current library. As the new Main Library opened in 2006, she was
appointed Library Director and oversaw renovations of the Bay Farm and
West End Branches. Capping her career was a project very personal to her:
the “Alameda Japanese American History” project. This multi-year project
includes the current exhibit in the Library, "Overflowing with Hope: The
Hidden History of Japanese Americans in Alameda," as well as the Alameda
Tonarigumi Historic Japantown markers. FAL sends Jane best wishes in
retirement, and we look forward to seeing her as an FAL volunteer.

﻿Jane received a framed, signed copy
of the proclamation, which
highlighted many of the major
accomplishments she ushered in
during her long tenure with the
library. These include Jane's start date
of January 3, 1984; the launching of
the first library website; the opening
of the new Main Library; increasing
annual visits to the library from
100,000 to 800,000; revival of the
Alameda Poet Laureate program; the
launch of the free mobile
hotspot program; and the
administering of Tonarigumi,
Alameda's Lost Japantown. As Jane
made her way to the podium to thank
and address the Council, she was met by cheers from everyone in attendance
as thanks for her wonderful service.

In late 2006, Saket Soni, a twenty-eight-year-old Indian-born community
organizer, received an anonymous phone call from an Indian migrant worker
in Mississippi. The worker was one of five hundred men trapped in squalid
Gulf Coast “man camps,” surrounded by barbed wire, watched by guards,
crammed into cold trailers with putrid toilets, and forced to eat moldy bread
and frozen rice. Recruiters had promised them good jobs and green cards.
The men had scraped up $20,000 each for this “opportunity” to rebuild
hurricane-wrecked oil rigs, leaving their families in impossible debt. This is
the story of their determination to win their dignity and keep their promises
to their families.
